In The Air- On January 31st 1916 six Airships 
raided East Anglia and the Midlands. 70 were 
killed & 113 wounded. Albert Ball VC DSO MC 
gains his RFC wings.  
On Land – The Empire troops at Gallipoli 
complete their withdrawal. Over 35,000 men were 
evacuated in the first week of January. They left 
behind over 34,000 dead, with only 7,000 known 
burials. 
VC— Sepoy Chatta Singh of the 9th Bhopal 
Infantry was awarded the VC on the 13th January 

1916 during the Battle of the 
Wadi, Mesopotamia. Sepoy 
Singh left cover to assist his 
commanding officer who lay 
wounded, he dressed his 
wounds under fire and 
shielded him with his own 
body for five hours. He later 
carried him back to safety.
