New memorial to be unveiled—Dieppe Issue 3 March 2006

A stunning new dark granite memorial is to be un-
veiled on the Dieppe esplanade in memory of the
soldiers of the Essex Scottish Regiment of Canada
who fell in the Second World war. The unveiling cere-
mony will be attended by over 100 members of the
Regimental family, including Veterans of the tragic
raid in which 6,000 soldiers took part, the majority
Canadian, and over 4,000 became casualties. The
Essex Scottish landed at dawn on 19th August 1942 on
Red Beach , they suffered withering MG and Mortar
fire while pinned on the pebble beach for several
hours.
